King & Queen of the Court Format

This event uses individual sign-ups and a round-robin format. You will not need to
register with a partner — instead you’ll get a new partner each round so everyone
can meet, mix, and play with different teammates. Entry fee is $20 per person.
There will be a concession stand on-site.

Divisions

Two divisions: lower and upper.
Lower division is below 3.0, start time is 9am.
Upper division is 3.0 and above, start time is 12pm.

Rankings are self-imposed, (we are not using DUPR) but accuracy is
appreciated. If you have been playing consistently for at least a couple
years please consider entering the upper division.

Men play men; women play women.
Pairings change each round to keep matches balanced and engaging.

Pickleballs will be provided

Guaranteed Games

Our goal is for each player to play at least seven (7) games.
Each division will consist of 12 female players and 12 male players.

If demand is high, we’ll consider adding additional spots.

Scoring & Ranking

Players earn points during round-robin play; individual scores are tracked so
every rally counts.

Matches are 12 minutes with a 3 minute break between rounds. The first
team to 11 points wins, or the team with the most points when time
expires.



If the score is tied at the end of the time limit then neither team records a
win, only your point total will be recorded.

Total points after round robin determine rankings.

Advancement

The top four (4) women and top four (4) men advance.

Tiebreaker order: (1) number of wins, (2) points difference.

Medal Matches

Finals matches are mixed teams formed from the top-ranked players:
o Team 1: #1 female + #2 male
o Team 2: #1 male + #2 female
o Team 3: #3 female + #4 male
o Team 4: #4 female + #3 male
Teams 1 & 2 play for King & Queen of the Court.
Team 3 & 4 play for 3" place
